W ell the deadline for the first 
Modules (Mar 3 & 6) has 
come and gone, with no 
one registering for the 

course. You know, I just didn't decide to 
run these modules just for something to 
do, instead I listened to the responses I 
had from the Area and they indicated a 
need for a  spring modular course.  Okay, 
now where are all of you that asked? 
 
The following is a re-worded article from 
an insert in the Scouting Exchange. 
 
The "U" in Training… 
Yep, you're right, there ain't no "U" in 
"Training", but let's think about it. We 
have had to postpone some of the Wood-
badge Modules due to lack of registra-
tion. 
 
Let's examine the process:  
Months before a proposed course the 
DAC Training recruits a Course Coordi-
nator (CC) and then recruits Course 
Leaders for each section. (CL). Have you 
ever tried to recruit someone for a job no-
body really wants to do? The CL then re-

cruits the team bringing new trainers on-
board for every course. Have you ever 
tried to recruit people for a job they are 
really nervous about doing? Once the CL 
has begged, pleaded, cajoled and sold 
his soul to recruit the team, the real work 
begins. 
 
The team meets to consider needs, de-
sign the course, distribute sessions, and 
determine timing. This is a big job.  The 
(CC) is expected to find a suitable loca-
tion that meets the budget, finds a quar-
termaster so that the participants don't 
starve while their brain is being fed. All 
this preparation is done weeks before the 
course. 
 
Remember, all these people are volun-
teers, just like you! Like you, they have 
way too much to do with way too little 
time to do it in. Money aside, preparing a 
training event represents a huge, up-front 
investment in volunteer time that cannot 
be replaced if the course or workshop 
does not go. 
 
What about the commitment? 
Maybe that's where "you" come in. 
Without the "You", there is no training. 
Think about it!
