of the Groups Represented on the Youth 
Forum by 2005?  It’s not that difficult to 
get the Youth out to a Forum, the only 
problem is selecting a meeting night that 
doesn’t conflict with their section meet-
ing.   
 
Now most of you are wondering what we 
do at these Forums? And why are these 
Forums important to the Youth? 
 
What we do at these Forums is simple: 
it's basically a meeting that Youth can 
share ideas, discuss issues and have fun 
at the same time. What do the Youth get 
from attending these Forums? The Youth 
get appreciation that someone in the 
Area is listening to them and that their 
concerns are being addressed. Since this 
was the first Forum in a long time, we 
discussed how the Group Youth Reps 
could perform their job as a Youth Rep.

Personally I think 
that's why we're losing so many Youth 
members. There’s a perception among 
Youth that some Scouters do not neces-
sarily “listen” to the input of the Youth re-
garding their program. 
 
Some of the Scouters that I've spoken to 
have stated that the Youth want to, for 
example, go on a hike on the weekend, 
not knowing of all the paperwork that has 
to be filled out. And if the event is thor-
oughly planned, then how come so few 
Youth attend? That’s something that 
could be explored by the Youth Forum.  
 
The next Forum will be planned for May; 
hopefully there will be an increase in at-
tendance.
